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NOMINATING COMMITTEES MAKE-UP 


Each year we get several requests regarding the nominating process in the local church. I thought it might be helpful for me to clarify this again. It is important that the nominating and election process follow each of the Manual requisites.

Church Nominating Committee


This is spelled out in Manual 113.8, which deals with the election of officers other than NYI and NMI. The Nominating Committee is composed in the manner the church board sets and consists of not less than three nor more than seven individuals, including the pastor. The pastor serves as the chairperson of this committee.

NYI NOMINATING COMMITTEE


The NYI Nominating Committee is a separate committee as spelled out in Manual 810, page 282 (II. Leadership, Section 2---Elections, 2.)


This committee is appointed by the pastor and includes the pastor and the NYI President. The committee consists of NYI members.


The NYI Constitution is difficult to read at best, so be careful about the officers elected and that they meet the NYI requirements.


Please note that all NYI nominees must be approved by the pastor and the church board.

NMI NOMINATING COMMITTEE

The NMI Nominating Committee is a separate committee as spelled out in Manual 811, page 322 (Article IV Officers, Section 1, Election of Council). 


This committee is appointed by the pastor and includes the pastor and not less than three nor more than seven members of NMI. 


Section 2. Election of President (page 323) needs to be followed as outlined in the Manual.
